What is a smart irrigation control system?

A smart solar-powered irrigation control system (Smart Irri-Kit) was developed
to schedule and automate water delivery to crops based on soil moisture
levels. Itincorporates an automated tank water level control system that
triggers pump activation during irrigation.

The Smart Irri-Kit was designed and constructed taking into
consideration the use of appropriate materials, ease of disassembling and
reassembling, and ease of operation.

A demonstration unit under Broccoli on a 100 m 2 drip irrigation system was
established at Makerere University Agricultural Research Institute, Kabanyolo
(MUARIK) for conducting system functionality testing for the smart solar
irrigation control system kit (Fig. 6).
