What is energy storage technology in the Philippines?

The Philippines Department of
Energy (DOE) has outlined new draft market rules and policies for energy
storage, a month after the country allowed 100% foreign ownership of
renewable energy assets.

What are the energy resources in the Philippines?

The Philippines has abundant geological resources related to energy,
specifically the presence of volcanoes and trenches in the country. The year-
round warm temperature and availability of water are effects of its geographic
location.

Does the Philippines need energy diversification?

Recent global trends have made the Philippines more aware of the need for
energy diversification, including nuclear energy/small modular reactors (SMRs)
and energy storage. In the past, decisions centered around the price, but the
need to have multiple sources to ensure business continuity now seems to be
recognized.

How will the Philippines achieve energy security?
The Philippine government envisions the Philippines will increase its

renewable energy (RE) share in supply mix to 35% by 2030 and 50% by 2050,
promote energy efficiency and conservation, and pursue emerging
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technologies to achieve energy security.
